A number of shows are implementing their show volunteer program as part of the online entry process with Main-
Events.com. The advantage of this for the rider is that the sooner you get your entry in, the better the chances of
getting a job you like — eg writing for a judge as opposed to picking up poos in the ring. Well ... maybe you like

picking up poos! ©

1. Enteryour horse/s into their classes as you would normally do.
2. Once they are in, instead of clicking on the GREEN button to confirm this entry and continue to next step

(fees), click on the BLUE button to Confirm this entry and add another.

4. Select yourself as the RIDER and then select the VOLUNTEER. It is likely this will be blank if you haven’t used
Main-Events yet to select volunteer jobs. So click on the BLUE button Add a new ENTRY. Even if you are the
volunteer, you will have to add YOUR NAME as a new volunteer. Otherwise enter you mother, father,

husband or friend as the “entry” who is your nominated volunteer.

6. Once that is done, click on the GREEN button Continue — Select Classes. In this step, all the volunteer jobs
are a given “class that you enter”. If you look on the far right, you will see the EL column (Entry Limit) which
will show which jobs are still available. In the pic below, there are two jobs and at least one is still open to
pick. If a job has been filled, then you will see a small warning symbol saying that “class” is full and you can’t
choose it. Hence the advantage of getting in early with your preferences!
