1. All horse events run under the Wairarapa Horse Sports Federation Rules.  
2. NOTE: Rule 37: Hard hats to be worn at all times while mounted. 
3. Protests must be made in writing and lodged with the Club Secretary within 30 minutes 

after the Event taking place and must be accompanied by the sum of $50 which will be 
forfeited if the Protest is deemed frivolous or is dismissed. 

4. All Entry Fees must be paid in advance, or the Competitor will be disqualified. 
5. Any Competitor not at the Starting Point when called for any Event is liable to be 

declared disqualified. 
6. All Competitors and all Spectators come on the ground at their own risk. 
7. The Committee reserve the right to make alterations in the Program or to abandon the 

Meeting completely. 
8. Children under 10 may compete in either the Under 13 Pony Classes OR in the 

Kindergarten Classes, but not in both. Kindergarten Competitors may enter Classes 44.  
9. Minimum of three entries for a class to run. 
10. No dogs please due to a working farm
