2. The Committee accepts no liability in the case of injury or damage to animals, riders (competitors), spectators or vehicles (Article 160 of 
ESNZ General Regulations). 

3. The Committee reserves the right to alter the programme or prize money as they see fit (Article 114.4 of ESNZ General Regulations). 
4. All prize money and entries are GST inclusive and prizes over $500.00 will incur withholding tax.  All prize money advertised will be paid in 

full at a ratio 1 to 7 thereafter.  Entries in the World Cup competition must supply IRD numbers with entries. 
5. On Sunday horses or ponies may enter only one championship class.   
6. Show Levy $20.00 per horse/pony/max $80.00 per family. 
7. Yards $25.00 for the event per pony/horse (three days). 
8. World Cup horses and stallions have preference for the Tauranga Racing Clubs stables and covered yards $35 for the event.  Please note 

that the stables and covered yards are some distance from the main competition area. 
9. All refunds less 25%.  Late entries will incur a surcharge of 50%.   
10. Any changes of competitions during the event must be made before 5.00pm on the day prior to the competition.  The Organising Committee 

reserves the right to apply a surcharge to these changes. A $2.00 class change fee will be applied. 
11. No refunds will be given for yards or stables.   
12.  Motorbikes are not allowed on the grounds.   
13. Tauranga Racing Club ground rules must be adhered to.  Unless the gate is manned the racetrack may not be crossed before 10.00am on 

weekdays, 9.30am on Saturday and 8.00am on Sunday. 
14. TESA RULE:  No Dogs may accompany Equestrian Competitors to events held on the TESA Grounds.
