Rules 
 

  Run under ESNZ Jumping Rules  

  Gisborne Pony Club reserves the right to alter, amend or delete any class.

  Entries taken on the day will incur a late fee of $10.00 per Equine per day. 

  A maximum of three consecutive rounds per horse/pony is allowed on each one SJ day. 
          Only the Two Best Rounds (1st to 4th placings) from each day will count towards the series accumulator. 

Same horse/pony and rider combination win points for each placing from first to fourth. 
These Points will be tallied at the end of each day’s competition.  

 

  Competition Type:  
AM 5 238.2.2 
AM5 a competition against the clock, but in the event of equality of penalties for first place, there will 
be one jump-off against the clock. Will have an instant Jump Off. 
If a Rider jumps a Clear Round once through the finish flags, the rider must await a bell, then 
continue (through the second round start flags) to the jump off round which will be against the clock. 
 

  Ribbons will be awarded for places 1st - 4th in all classes.   
 

Points: Awarded each round of the series as follows 

 

HEIGHT 1st  2nd  3rd  4th 

Pony 50cm - 55cm 4 3 2 1 

Pony 60cm - 70cm  6 4 2 1 

Pony 80cm-90cm-95cm/1.00. 8 6 4 2 

 

Horse 60cm - 70cm 4 3 2 1 

Horse 80cm - 90cm. 6 4 2 1 

Horse 95cm -1.00/1.05m. 8 6 4 2 

 

  Points will be accumulated in the series classes and records kept by the GPC secretary.  The results 
and leader board information will be available as each event progresses on the GPC Facebook Page 

  The last event will have points tallied on the day and prize giving for overall point’s winners. Horses 
will be awarded at the finish of the Horses and Ponies will be awarded at the end of the Ponies.  

  All Prize winners must be mounted for the Prize Giving 

  Competitors can enter a height class more than once, but only score points on their first 
round.   

 NZPCA members only are eligible to ride for the discounted entry fee. Riders must be able to 
supply proof of NZPCA Membership.   

  An ESNZ/NZPCA Tagged Helmet, long sleeves and Riding Boots must be worn at all times 
whilst mounted.  No gum boots will be allowed.  No exceptions to this rule.
