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Terms and Conditions

Entry conditions
1. INTRO CLASSES (MARKED WITH #): These classes are open to all un-registered horses/ponies. A $5 
ESNZ jumping levy is payable for the horse/pony in all classes. 
2. Entries must be on online through www.main-events.com. Entries close Sunday, 18th October 2020. Late 
entries accepted with 50% additional and start first in all drawn classes.
3. GROUND LEVY of $18.00 per horse/pony payable with entry fees. No postal or email entries accepted.
4. ESNZ JUMPING AND SHOW HUNTER levy of $5 per horse/pony payable with entry fees. Horses/pony’s can 
also compete on the ESNZ Casual start system.
5. MEDICS LEVY of $10 per Rider must accompany entry.
6. ACCOMMODATION: This must be pre-booked. Limited Stables/Covered Yards - $45 per horse/pony 
(preference will be given to those competing at higher levels). Open Yards $25 per horse/pony.
7. All Classes run under ESNZ rules.
8. Committee reserves the right to alter the programme and prize money.
9. All competitors enter at own risk and the organisers take no responsibility for any injury to horses, riders or 
spectators or any damage to competitors or spectators property.
10. Late entries 50% extra and start first in all drawn classes.
11. LATE ENTRIES AND ADDITIONAL ENTRIES IN ALL DRAWN CLASSES MUST BE WITH THE 
SECRETARY WITHIN HALF AN HOUR OF COMPLETION OF THE LAST CLASS THE NIGHT BEFORE.
12. Scratchings - less 25% if notified to the Secretary by 5 pm the night before. Class swaps less 25% of class 
coming out of and standard fee of new class – these must be notified to the Secretary at least one hour prior to 
Class.
13. Ring 1 to be run in strict catalogue order.
14. The Committee reserves the right to refuse any entry.
15. Showhunter classes may be combined if insufficient entries.
16. The committee reserves the right to evict & eliminate anyone who is acting in an unacceptable manner. 
Security may be patrolling the grounds at nights.
17. Motorbikes are not to be ridden between the hours of 10pm and 5am. Motorbike riders must wear a helmet.
18. Horse Grand Prix, Pony Grand Prix, Young Rider, Amateur, Pro Am, Junior Rider, 5, 6, & 7 Year old classes 
run as per National series rules.
19. Formal attire to be worn in Ring one and for ESNZ Series Classes while competing. Correct, Tidy attire must 
be worn whilst walking courses.
20. Dogs must be on leads whilst competition is in progress.
21. Payment to be made by PoliPay on entry. On prior arrangement with secretary, internet Banking Accepted 
to: Wairarapa SJ Group 02-0688-0171405-00. .
22. No Refunds will be paid at the show. Refunds & Prize Money will be paid electronically within 14 days. 
23. All helmets must be approved and tagged by ESNZ as meeting current safety standards.

24. All yarded & stabled equines are to have their name, the name of the person responsible and the 
telephone number clearly visible on their head collar and/or rugs as per Jumping Rules 200.7.1
25. SALT Food Truck will be on site during the evening for purchasing evening meals.

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ECPH Double or Quits 

SJ classes 2, 9 & 12 
  
No extra cost to competitor. When the competitor rides into the ring they tell the judge whether they 
are riding for double or quits. The double only relates to 1st place.  
  
The competitor with the fastest time and has nominated double would get double first place 
prizemoney. If the total prizemoney for the class is e.g. class 2 the 1.20m horse is $330 with first 
being $120 a competitor would be able to win $240. 
  
The competitor who nominates double and doesn’t get the fastest time but gets another placing in the 
class would receive a ribbon for that placing but no prizemoney. Competitors that complete in these 
classes who nominate “quit” and get placed would receive the scheduled ribbons and prizemoney.
